SONOTIZ BLOCK is a multilayer acoustic 
insulation panel designed to deliver efficient 
soundproofing construction systems.

It provides high performance in reducing 
airborne and impact noise in residential, 
commercial, and industrial buildings — with 
minimal thickness compared to traditional 
double-wall systems.

The panel structure combines a corrugated 
cellulose frame and a calcined quartz filler, 
forming a dense and elastic composite that 
effectively blocks and dissipates sound waves.

This configuration provides efficient and 
cost-effective reduction of airborne, impact, 
and structural noise, achieving impressive 
results even at minimal panel thickness. 
The system operates based on three core 
acoustic principles:

◊ MASS EFFECT – the mineral filler acts as a 
dense, freely compressed material that 
absorbs and dissipates sound wave energy.

◊ ELASTICITY – the cellulose framework flexes 
slightly under pressure, converting part of the 
acoustic energy into mechanical damping.

◊ MULTI-LAYER DISSIPATION – alternating 
layers with different densities and shapes 
cause progressive energy loss as sound 
passes through, significantly reducing trans-
mitted noise.

In the 18 mm version, an additional EPE film 
layer enhances surface adaptability and 
helps stabilize the panel on uneven 
substrates.

RECOMMENDED APPLICATIONS

SONOTIZ BLOCK is a versatile acoustic solution suitable for both DIY installations and professionally 
assembled soundproofing systems.

It can be used as a standalone material or as part of complete Sonotiz wall, ceiling, or floor systems, 
depending on the project requirements.

Typical applications include:
◊   Soundproofing of walls, ceilings, and floors in apartments, offices, and hotels.
◊   Acoustic partitions for recording studios, conference rooms, and public buildings.
◊   Integration into prefabricated and modular constructions where weight and space saving are critical.
◊   Renovation and retrofit projects requiring high acoustic efficiency in limited wall thickness.

Important limitation:
SONOTIZ BLOCK is designed for indoor use only. It must not be installed or stored in areas with high 
humidity, condensation, or risk of direct water exposure.

INSTALLATION GUIDE
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1. PREPARATION
_

SURFACE: clean the substrate from dust and debris. Fill any cracks, gaps, holes and seal the joints if any with 
repair compound or plaster and allow to dry completely. The smoother the base, the better the adhesion and 
acoustic performance.  MATERIAL: Allow at least 24 hours of acclimatization in the installation area before 
mounting.

2. DRY LAYOUT AND CUTTING
_

Plan the panel layout, avoiding narrow cuts. Pre-fit the panels and mark joint lines. Panels are easy to trim with 
a utility knife, saw, or grinder. After cutting, refill any calcined quartz that may have fallen out to maintain 
consistent density and performance. Cut panels cleanly to size and always seal all cuts with acoustic tape (or 
other suitable adhesive tape).

3. ADHESIVE APPLICATION — full contact
_

Apply acoustic adhesive evenly across the entire surface — avoid spot gluing. Form a continuous bead along 
the perimeter to ensure no air gaps.

Important: Full surface contact is essential for proper sound insulation.

4. BONDING AND ALIGNMENT
_

Position the panel according to the layout and press it firmly against the surface. Align the edges carefully — 
panels must fit edge-to-edge without gaps, remove trapped air.
_

Avoid any voids between the panel and the wall — they reduce soundproofing efficiency.

5. SEALING THE JOINTS
_

Fill panel joints with silicone sealant. Then apply acoustic tape along all joints and cut edges to prevent sound 
bridges.

6. OPTIONAL MECHANICAL FIXATION
_

If extra strength is required (e.g., ceilings, uneven surfaces, high loads), reinforce the panels with polymer 
dowels. Use only non-metallic fixings to prevent vibration transmission.

QUALITY CONTROL Check the surface for level alignment, sealed joints, and absence of hollow sounds or gaps.

NOTES
◊    For SONOTIZ BLOCK 18, the EPE film layer should face toward the substrate. This soft polyethylene layer acts as a flexible 
backing that compensates for slight unevenness and prevents air gaps, ensuring full surface contact and optimal acoustic 
performance.

◊   If SONOTIZ BLOCK is used as part of a complete SONOTIZ soundproofing system, the same installation principles apply for 
the panel layer. After fixing SONOTIZ BLOCK, continue with the corresponding layers of the selected system.

STORAGE and TRANSPORTATION

◊    SONOTIZ BLOCK panels must be stored and transported in dry environment, away from moisture, rain, or 
direct sunlight.
◊    Panels should be placed horizontally on a flat surface to prevent deformation.
◊    During transport, protect from mechanical damage and humidity.
◊    Before installation, panels must be acclimatized for at least 24 hours in the same environment where they 
will be installed.
